The programs of Walker’s Point Youth and Family Center served a record
660 youth with face-to-face services, including 282 youth to whom we
provided either emergency shelter and/or transitional housing.

8 1 0/ of resident youth surveyed at
0 discharge stated that they felt
better equipped to work out their prob-

lems in the future than they did before
they came to the emergency shelter.

0 of resident youth felt that their
0 stay in the emergency shelter

was helpful to them.

7 5 (y of all youth who were provided
0 in-depth street outreach ser-
vices made positive behavioral or situa-

tions changes reducing their risk for sex-
ual abuse and exploitation.
